3. For what purpose did Jesus come into the world? What Truth is Jesus bearing witness to?  What does it mean to be “of the truth”? What did Pilate mean when he said “what is truth” and what does this say about him?

V38b-40
4. How did Pilate judge Jesus? What did the Jews cry out? Why? Who was Barabbas?
