4. Fathers) As fathers/mothers, why is it important to be reminded that we know Him “who is from the beginning”?
5. Young Men) Why is John writing to us as God's young maturing men/women to know that we are strong, his word abides in us, and that we have overcome the evil one? 
6. Why might John be mentioning these things at this time? Why might knowing these things be necessary to love our brothers/sisters and walk in the light?
